The Three Hundred-Hour Game Plan: 

1. Read the "general test tips" section in both the Kaplan book and the Princeton Review book (chs. 1 and 12-14 in Kaplan and chs. 1-6 in Princeton Review).
2. Read the Quantitative sections and do practice problems from Kaplan 2005.Keep an error log for all the practice problems. Time your self while doing the problems so that you know approximately how much time you take to answer different question types. Come up with a game plan to answer problem solving questions and data sufficiency questions.
3. Read the Verbal sections and do the practice problems from Kaplan 2005. Keep an error log for all the practice problems.  Come up with strategies and Tips for all sections.
4. Enhance Verbal skills doing Kaplan GMAT 800. Verbal section. Come up with strategies to answer all types of questions. Doing Kaplan in the beginning should strengthen your fundamentals. You should have fundamentals developed for all the Quant and the verbal sections and game plan for all the sections.
5. Read Thro first chapter In Arco Essay book and come up with a game plan for the AWA sections. Read thro just the first four essays in both the essay sections. So that you get familiar with the way essays are to be written.
6. DO before the TEST Routine: Read all your notes and prepare a routine before you write your first test.  This should be your test Prep routine. Keep doing this before every test that you take. Keep tweaking the routine as you read thro more material until it fits your needs. Visit the error logs from the previous Kaplan sections and do those problems again. See if you make the same mistakes that you did in the last attempt.  Keeping and error log should tell you what mistakes you are doing frequently.
7. Take the first practice test from the Power Prep Software (Alternatively, take an Official Practice Test.). Spend at least 2 hours reviewing both the questions you got wrong and the questions you got right. Make a list of your week and strong points. 

Note: Do not skip the AWA part of the test. Get used to them as this helps in building stamina.
8. Read the Quantitative section from the Princeton Review book. Do the practice problems. Keep and error log. Try to focus on the areas that you are weak. Tweak the Problem solving and data sufficiency test strategies you came up with in step 2. Time yourself all the time. Work on reducing time taken on the questions that you take a long time to answer.

9. Read the Verbal section from the Princeton reviews book and do the practice problems. Keep an error log. Try to focus on the areas where you are weak (identified from step 7. PP test 1.).

10. DO before the TEST Routine: Read all your notes and go thro the strategies again before you take another test. Keep doing this before every test that you take. Keep tweaking the routine as you read thro more material until it fits your needs. Visit the error logs from the Princeton review sections and do those problems again. See if you make the same mistakes that you did in the last attempt. 

11.  Take the Second practice test from the Power Prep Software Spend at least 2 hours reviewing both the questions you got wrong and the questions you got right. Make a list of your week and strong points. Check to see if you have improved on the weak areas form PP test 1. If you have improved good for you. If have not made and improvement you are doing some thing wrong in the test and are not following the strategies that you came up with in step 2,3,4,8, and 9. Drill it into your mind that you have to do this all the time.
12. Start with verbal sections from the Princeton verbal Book. Tweak strategies and add more to it.  Do their practice problems. Keep and error log time your self.
OFFICIAL GUIDE STRATEGY ( take about 3 weeks )

13. Start with the official guide. Every day do 25 math problems, 10 CR questions, 10 SC questions and 5 RC questions. Keep alternating between data sufficiency and problem solving every day in the math sections. Alternatively you can also do 15 PS and 10 DS problems every day for the math section. Keep an error log of every day’s progress. On the weekends try to look thro the error log and re-visit those problems that you got wrong. Remember to do the OG at a slow and steady pace. Understand every questions and solution. 
14.  As the OG is going to take about 3-4 weeks to do you should try to interlace the 4 Kaplan tests while doing the OG. Try to write the tests the same time that you have scheduled your real GMAT. For example if you have scheduled your test on a Saturday form 9am -1pm you should write the Kaplan test at the same time. Remember to use normal pencils and only 4 sheets of paper. Utilize you 5 minute breaks and think that this is your actual G-day. This way you would have gotten used to the G-day so much that it would be just another day.  Also remember to go thro the DO before the TEST Routine before every Kaplan test. Keep monitoring progress in the weak areas and revise your routine.
15. Read essays #5-15 in Analysis of an Issue and #5-15 in Analysis of an Argument in the Arco Essay book. Pick up key words and strategies form the essays.
16. Go thro the DO before the TEST Routine and then take the 1st practice test from the PR CD-ROM. Again try to write the tests the same time that you have scheduled your real GMAT. Spend at least a couple of hours reviewing mistakes form the test. Monitor progress.                                        
17. Repeat step #15 and read essays #16-30 in both sections. Read thro Honghu’s sentence corrections notes.  Try to solve some sentence correction problems from SC Mega bank.

18. Go thro the DO before the TEST Routine and then take the 2nd practice test from the PR CD-ROM. Again try to write the tests the same time that you have scheduled your real GMAT. Spend at least a couple of hours reviewing mistakes form the test. Monitor progress.
19. Repeat step #15 and read essays #31-45 in both sections. Read the CR strategies and do some problems form the CR questions bank.

20. Go thro the DO before the TEST Routine and then take the 3rd practice test from the PR CD-ROM. Again try to write the tests the same time that you have scheduled your real GMAT. Spend at least a couple of hours reviewing mistakes form the test. Monitor progress.
21. Repeat step #15 and read essays #46-60 in both sections. By now you should have a solid strategy to attack the AWA section in the test and have a dummy template for both the AI and AA section of the test.

22. Spend at least five hours reviewing the information on forum and gmattuttor.com. The areas you will want to focus on most are the Math Basics page, the Idiom List, the Special Reports, and the Miscellaneous Tips & Tricks pages.
23. Go thro the DO before the TEST Routine and then take the 4th practice test from the PR CD-ROM. Again try to write the tests the same time that you have scheduled your real GMAT. Spend at least a couple of hours reviewing mistakes form the test. Monitor progress.
24. Take up to 3 practice LSATs (Reading Comprehension and Logical Reasoning only). Spend at least one hour reviewing each exam. (Optional)

25. Repeat step #15 and read essays #61-75 in both sections.
26. Go thro the OG error log and re-visit those problems again. This time you better get them right. 


27. Repeat step #6 and read essays #76-90 in both sections.
28. Revise the strategies and get a good night sleep before the test. 
29. Ace your GMAT! 
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
