· The questions cover only a small portion of the passage. 

· Identify the important parts and ignore most of the rest. Give less time in reading the passage and give more time in earning points. 

· Do not memorize specific information. 

· Read carefully the first sentence of the paragraph because it is often the key to understand the entire paragraph.
· When you have identified the main idea jot down it within a couple of key word.
· A question about first paragraph will probably come before a question about second paragraph.

· Spend one or two minutes to read the entire the passage [218]

· Be careful about structural signposts and tiger word. [220]

General questions: [Primary purpose of the passage, author’s tone, best description of the passage]

To answer these questions understand the main idea or structure of the passage. 
Techniques:

· Without going back to the passage always try to answer general question in your own words before you look at the answer choices.
· General questions have general answers. Thus eliminate any answer that focuses on only one part of the passage.
· Eliminate the answer that cites information that is not in the passage at all.

Specific questions: Every specific question gives a clue where to look for the answer.

·  Do not memorize specific information.

· Go back to the passage to answer specific question. [217]
