Pittsburgh & Entrepreneurship: Pittsburgh is known for nurturing entrepreneurships. For example, CMU and its neighboring Pittsburgh University Hospital are well know for producing entrepreneurs for the city. Reflecting this strength in entrepreneurships, Tepper offers an excellent entrepreneurship program. For instance, the “Capstone Project Track” provides students an opportunity to try out their entrepreneurial ideas with the support of the faculty. Other entrepreneurship seminars are also offered. Additionally, the “CMU Project Olympus”, co-hosted with School of Engineering offers a further chance to explore this specialization.

Consulting & Quant Emphasis: Tepper is perhaps best known for its quantitative strength. This emphasis on the quantitative aspects of business attracts, among others, consulting firms; many well-reputed firms such as AT Kearney, McKinsey, PWC, BCG, and Deloitte do on-campus recruiting. The Consulting Club is also popular, and many change their careers into consulting post-MBA. There is also the “Pro Bono Consulting Project” that offers students an opportunity to consult a non-profit organization. This project is very popular, and the workload is also significant ;)

Weather: It is unfortunate to report this, but the weather is NOT one of the sales points about Tepper…This year is not so bad, but it can snow heavily during the winter. So prepare to face a cold winter in Pittsburgh! When you go out for a drink and you cannot drive, it is very cold to go outside after the night, then. On the upside, the summers are great! It is not too hot and humid as in Japan, and the temperature is just right and pleasant in summer.

Pros & Cons: 
First pros:
The best thing about Tepper is the quality of the students. Because of the small size, you will become friends with everyone very quickly. Also, many courses require working in teams I find tackling schoolwork together with other great students extremely interesting. 

Not sure if this would be considered an advantage by everyone, but the workload at Tepper is high, if not the highest among other top schools. If you want to really learn business subjects, you will find Tepper worth every penny. 

Then, cons:
Most notably, Tepper is not strong at international business. The reasons for this could be the “Mini Semesters”, which makes it tough for international exchanges. Also, Tepper’s emphasis on the quantitative sides of the business studies may play a role here. If it is important for you to go for an international exchange, this may not be as easy as you wish.
