Though this chart appears pretty daunting to remember, it’s actually a fairly simple pattern. Time decreases by 5’s, both Quant and Verbal start with 1 and 4, Quant then increases by 5 every other, 1, 6, 11, 16, etc….4, 9, 14, 19  and Verbal increases by 3 until 50 min and 20 min where it makes a correction and increases by 2.  (haha…yeah I know, seems a little complicated, but it worked much better for me, to each his own I suppose).
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
