(C) CORRECT. This choice replaces "less availability" with "decreased availability" and "greater demand" with "increased demand."  The word "consistently" is removed, and "demand for" is changed to "demand in."

(D) This choice incorrectly keeps "Demand for scientific research," which should be changed to "demand in scientific research"  

(E) This choice is incorrect because, while it replaces the "less availability" with "decreased availability," it leaves "greater demand."  "Remains at a consistently high price" is redundant.  It is also more concise to compare the platinum to the gold, rather than the high price (of platinum) to "that of the gold" as is attempted in E.  
DEMAND IN/FOR: There are two possible ways in which you could read the intent of the original sentence: 
(1) Because there is increased demand FOR scientific research - in other words, society/business/whoever else is calling for more scientific research to be performed - platinum costs more. 
(2) Because there is increased demand [FOR platinum] IN scientific research, platinum costs more. 

The first of these interpretations is absurd: it's a total non-sequitur, since a call for more science won't directly affect the price of a specific good like platinum. The second interpretation, on the other hand, makes perfect sense. 

In any case, it boils down to understanding the idiomatic usage: demand FOR X means that X itself is what's desired, whereas demand IN X means that something else is demanded to satisfy the interests of field/endeavor X.

It's actually neither of the grammatical forms you describe. This is a special type of parallel called an "appositive phrase." An appositive phrase is a noun or noun phrase which immediate follows a noun and is identical to it, often giving an alternate way to describe it. For example: 
This is my friend, the world-famous actor.
I admire Lincoln, the man who guided the US through its darkest period. 
In SF, I am going to visit ATT Park, the new stadium where the SF Giants now play. 

The three underlines phrases are appositive phrases --- in all cases, there are absolutely identical to the noun directly preceding them, and they are added as amplifications or further descriptions. Appositive phrases are always in parallel to the noun they modify:

These appositive phrases are parallel, which means they have to have the same preposition ---- in fact, seeing the same preposition is often a tip-off that you are dealing with a parallel structure. Here also, it's appositive, because "Glastonbury" and "the place where King Arthur was buried" are not two different things --- the latter is a description or amplification of the former. 

Now, back to our sentence:

In fact, all the other answer choices have this problem --- they are all modifying "land" (by the modifier "touch rule"), whereas they should be modifying "communal ownership."

When you should eliminate "being"?
The answer to that question is, ROUGHLY, that you should avoid "being" when expressing the IDENTITY or CHARACTERISTICS of some individual or thing. This is because "being" is usually unnecessary in such cases; there
are simpler modifiers (such as appositives) that, while absolutely impossible to use in spoken language, are better in written language. For example:
Being a cigar aficionado, john has strong opinions on when to use single-guillotine cigar cutters rather than double-guillotine cutters. --> bad.
A cigar aficionado, john has strong opinions on when to use single-guillotine cigar cutters rather than double-guillotine cutters. --> good. notice that we can simply omit the "being" above.

You don't want to omit "being" here, because it's not expressing identity: in the context of (e), it's a necessary verbal. (nice litmus test: try omitting it and see whether the sentence is still viable, perhaps with minor modifications. here, it isn't.)

Now, adjectives can describe the nouns or noun-phrases. In this case, since the closest noun phrase is "low frequency sounds" to either of the adjectives, they modify the noun phrase, object of the sentence.

Nouns can play several roles in a sentence. E.g subject, indirect object, direct object, object complement, subject complement. Modifiers modify whichever noun phrase that plays a specific role and that is closest to the modifiers.

Things get complicated when a sentence has several clause or other phrases that include a noun phrase and if a modifier is placed next to them.

I hope that I am not making things too complicated. However, this is one of those modifier problems where you have to find the focus of the sentence to determine where the modifier attaches. You should refer to Erin's post with an example : -

Otherwise, you conjugate it with the singular noun preceding "of". I'll give you an example where the verb cannot be conjugated with the plural noun. Ex: The swarm of flies was very dense 
As you can see, the flies cannot be dense. However, the "swarm" is. Hence, "was" is singular. 
Ex: He is one of the students who believe math is boring 
In the above, since "students" can perform the action of believing, the verb is conjugated with the plural noun "students". This is an example similar to the original question.

"(SANAM+%+fraction[half]+majority,minority,plurality)<quantifiers>of <noun>" only gives you option to work out the verbs depending on the plurality of the noun because quantifiers in itself are not complete and are depending on nouns for their completeness. So, once the quantifier matches with the noun, we can easily define the verb as it will definitely follow the noun in case the quantifier is utilised in the structure.

But, if "<noun(s)>of <noun(s)>" is there in the sentence, then the preceding noun/nouns will take the front seat and drive the sentence verb accordingly.

Powers of observation--may be multiple in number, so 'that' has the same verb to follow the preceding noun. There might be different powers with the person dealing with observation.
Go through next two sentences to elucidate the fact.
Powers of the master(s)-- There could be multiple powers with master(s), so the noun will be plural.
Power of the masters-- will be singular because all the power is getting concentrated from all the masters at a single place here.

Again: 'IF' and 'would' SHOULD not come in same clause (if they are scratch that answer choice). But it is OK to have 'em in different clause. Also if you take a close look, this is a typical IF...then condition scentence. Using IF is ok here. 
→ This is a typical subjunctive mood question.
The subjunctive mood is when you have a sentence that refers to an opinion, a wish, etc. Something to the contrary.
If you read a sentence and you get a feel for the subjunctive mood, always match an IF with a WOULD. Also if you see a were/if/would, boom, that's your answer. Classic subjunctive mood.

This leaves us with Answer Choice (E), which must be correct. When we read it back into the original sentence, we see it solves all the problems we originally spotted, including the problem with the word which. It simply replaces the word "which" with the phrase "this skill," a substitution which clarifies the situation. 
There are other problems with the other answer choices. Both choices (A) and (B) use the word "which" incorrectly. Because resumptive modifiers are, by nature, repetitive, they tend also to add a sense of rhythm to a sentence. The following sentence (borrowed from above) employs this strategy twice:
· The Swiss watchmakers' failure to capitalize on the invention of the digital timepiece was both astonishing and alarming — astonishing in that the Swiss had, since the beginnings of the industrial revolution in Europe, been among the first to capitalize on technical innovations, alarming in that a tremendous industrial potential had been lost to their chief competitors, the watchmakers of Japan. 
A summative modifier quickly re-names or sums up what was going on in an earlier part of the sentence and then adds new information:
· The defensive coaches taught risk-taking, ball-hawking, and perpetual movement — three strategies that bewildered the opposition and resulted in many bad passes, steals, and easy fastbreak baskets.
 Resumptive, summative and free modifiers

 	Appositives as Resumptive Modifiers
Appositives are grammatical structures that rename and elaborate upon another part of a clause. Appositives can be used effectively by writers as 'resumptive modifiers.' A resumptive modifier repeats a key noun, verb, or adjective and then resumes the line of thought, elaborating on what went before. The effect is to let the reader pause for a moment, to consider the most significant part of the message, and then move on. It also helps resolve any problem the reader might have with ambiguous modifiers. Moreover, if you pick your spots carefully — and not too frequently — you can use resumptive modifiers to highlight important ideas:

A real danger in this digital revolution is the potential it holds for dividing society, a society that will divide into two camps, the techno-elite and the techno-peasants, a society where a "wired" few will prosper at the expense of the masses. 

--An appositive is a word or phrase or clause in apposition ------ that is, placed next to another so that the second explains the first.

Relative Clauses as Summative Modifiers 
Relative clauses often function as modifiers within another clause, allowing a writer to pack more information in a clearly understandable way into one sentence. Relative clauses are recognizable since they usually begin with a wh- word (like who, whom, whose, which or that in place of which). Careful writers often use relative clauses as summative modifiers. With a summative modifier, you end a segment of a sentence with a comma, sum up in a noun or noun phrase what you have just said, and then continue with a relative clause. Summative modifiers let you avoid the ambiguity of a vague which and let you extend the sentence without becoming monotonous:

Furthermore, the "past future" of would in E is more precise than the simple past in A (or that B is lacking, in case you're going to ask if B would be correct if we changed seem to seemed). Since we're talking about something we'd learn after a certain point in the past, would is better.
For example:

In the first example, we are saying that something turned out to be true. In the second example, we are saying that we were not aware of a fact that was true at that time.And in the charter vacations question, there is no fact that the travelers were unaware of when they purchased the charter vacation--after the original purchase of the charter vacation (and probably toward the end of the vacation), the charter vacation turned out to be more costly than they had at first believed it would be.
E it is. as Shourya said ..'it' is only a function verb here..and it is not referring to any noun (plural/singular). Consider this: the place was quiet and it was evident that everyone has gone to sleep. Here 'it' refers to what ? ‘it’ is used as expletive form .
Stacey: This is not a great question. I've seen this one referenced with both A and E as the correct answer. Is this from 1000SC? I really don't recommend studying from that source - some questions are fine, but some are not good questions from which to study. 

If this question is from the sets, then this may be an old paper and pencil question - lots of the questions in the sets are (illegally) reproduced from those. Even if it is, I don't think something like this would show up on the GMAT today. It requires us to spend too much time thinking about the intent of the author. They are trying to get away from that now. So I really wouldn't study this one. 

There are two plural nouns in the sentence. When looking for pronoun antecedents, we need to consider two things: structure and logic. Logically, "they" refers to "charter vacations." What about structurally? "charter vacations" is the subject of the first verb and it is also the first half of a comparison. "they" is the subject of the second verb and it is also the second half of the previously mentioned comparison. So, we've got a structural match as well - it's okay to say that "they" matches with "charter vacations" and not with "travelers." 

Okay, what about D and E? The "they" moves but is still matched with a verb in the sentence, so that also qualifies. The pronoun "it" does not always have to have an antecedent. Think about: "it's raining outside." What's raining outside? The sky? Mother Nature? Nothing, really. So "it" can be used sometimes to refer to an abstract idea, for which there isn't an actual referent in the sentence. 

So now how do we decide? Let's start with the first 3, since they're similar. "originally" does dictate a change to past tense, so B and C are out. 

A reads: CVs turn out to cost more than they originally seemed to cost. Hmm. Let's put ourselves back in time, two weeks ago, before the charter vacation began. Someone's trying to sell it to us. Do we actually pay it all at the beginning ("originally")? No. If we paid it all at the beginning, then there wouldn't be a different cost during or at the end. Okay, so what we're told right now is what it "will" cost or what it "should" cost - in the future, as we're taking the vacation. There isn't an actual total cost at this point in time but an expected total cost. Once we get to the future point where the actual cost comes into play, that's when we suddenly discover - hey, this is costing a lot more than you told me it would (cost)! 

(Is anybody else getting annoyed with our hypothetical travel agent here? [image: Smile]) 

So the thing that "originally seemed" to be the case is that it would cost a certain amount of money, not that it did cost a certain amount of money. That gets rid of both A and D, leaving us with E.

· E-gmat: Your doubt brings to surface a very interesting aspect of usage of "have". The word "has/have" can be used in two different roles: 

1: As a complete verb meaning "possess". - Children have many toys. Here "have" = "possess" 
2: As a helping verb to form perfect tense with the main verb. - Children have played with their toys. Here "have" is used to form perfect tense with the main verb - played.

And as you yourself notes, in the context of this sentence, it does not make sense to say that pigeons themselves increased the difficulties in homing. 

Thus, as you can see, "have" plays one of the two roles in this construction. If however, we use the expression "increasing difficulty", then it will change the intended meaning since as noted in the previous post, it will imply that difficulty is still increasing.

I read another post in another group, and wanted to add this info:
I'd like to point out a very important grammar rule: we must have a conjunction to join two sentences. Thus, if we choose A, using "many of them," we have no conjunction to join the two main sentences.
This is a commonly tested pattern, both on the GMAT and on the TOEFL. Look at this example of a mistake:

I saw two movies this weekend, both of them were good.
On first listen, this sounds correct, but it's not, for reasons that may seem at first hard to explain. However, if we realize that we have two sentences, "I saw two movies this weekend" and "both of them were good," then we'll also realize that we must have a conjunction between them to join them (the basic rule of conjunctions and parallel structure). (My Comment: Conjunction not needed here as A is ex of Absolute Phrase)

The classic corrections (in descending order of likeliness of appearing as correct answers) are:
- I saw two movies this weekend; both of them were good. (joining two sentences with a semi-colon)

Max Morenberg: If there is a verb phrase followingthe relative pronoun, it is functioning as the subject the relative clause. 'That' and 'who' form the subject pronoun phrases. Eg.1: I am the man who(rel pr.) is loved(verb phrase) by all girls. Eg.1: It is the ring that is loved by all girls.

If there is apronoun or noun phrase following the relative pronoun, it is functioning as theobject of the relative clause. 'That' and 'whom' form the subject pronoun phrases.Eg.: I am the man whom(rel pr.) all the girls(pr./noun phrase) love. Eg.2: It is the ring that all the girls love.

Though, there is an exception to this as in the below sentence, where ‘whom’ is directly facing the verb phrase. This is happening because ‘four of’ act like a subject and phrase following ‘of’ act like an object. In this sentence, whom is joining 2 sentences.
The men, four of whom are ill, were indicted for fraud. (“whom” / object)
Another example of this exception is laid out by Erin above:I saw two movies this weekend, both of which were good.

Remember that if who(m) is followed by a verb phrase, this relative pronoun is functioning as the subject. If who(m) is followed by a noun or noun phrase, then this relative pronoun is functioning as the object. If there is a preposition before who(m), then formal English requires whom since the relative pronoun is the object of this preposition.

You asked what the purpose of "five centuries after they arrived" was. In fact this is not a a noun modifier (which noun did you think it modifies?). "five centuries after they arrived" describes when the project was initiated. It's an adverbial modifier of "Initiated", similar to the example below:Discovered in Egypt a thousand years after its construction, The Pharaoh's tomb... In this sentence, "1000 yrs after construction" modifies "Discovered".
"5 centuries after they arrived" cannot be a modifier for SETI. It's not describing project SETI, but rather describing when the project was initiated. Since it's not describing a noun but rather an action/clause, this phrase is acting as an adverb. 

The phrase is not an adverb per se, but an adverbial modifier, meaning that it plays the role of an adverb. Adverbs tell you how, when, where, under which circumstances or to what extent something happened. Examples: 
I run fast.
The project was initiated three years ago.
The man took his exam under a lot of pressure.
When a phrase or clause is describing an action, it is in fact acting as an adverb. Examples: 
John lost all his money, spending it on trivial things.

First of all, I should say that just about any GMAT grammar rule will have some exception. For this reason, I prefer not to refer to "English grammar rules" but to "GMAT patterns." As I'm sure you're aware, it's very difficult to give a pattern that applies in every case.

I would say that generally speaking, your summary is good, but just to be sure, I want to restate:
Use like when you want to focus on two nouns;

Use as when you want to focus on two nouns doing two actions.

Another little trick is that "just as" can replace "in the same way that..."
Let's compare two very similar sentences that could cause confusion:
My Siamese cat moved across the floor just like a lion stalking its prey.

To me, this sentence stresses how two different cats are similar. I know this is confusing because we have a noun, "lion" and a participle "stalking," which would seem to indicate that we should use "as," but it's just not so.

In this sentence, do you think we're tying to say
My Siamese cat moved across the floor in the way that a lion stalks its prey.

I don't think so...

Consider the following uses of share: 
We shared the same bread, as did the rubens
a single "as" is commonly use to compare actions. The sentence above means that we shared the same bread amongst us, which is the same thing the rubens did - they shared the same bread amongst themselves. Note that in this case, it doesn't necessarily mean we all shared the same bread together. The comparison is of the action of sharing: we shared, as did they share. This is similar to what's happening with A: the "as" implies comparing actions, which is why some of the commentators above felt that a "did" or "do" is missing in A. It is grammatically correct (although it will be better with the added "do"), just a different meaning from the one the sentence is trying to convey. 

I will share my bread with you (meaning I will give you some of my bread). this is the equivalent of answer choice B. Share...with carries the meaning of sharing what you have with someone else , not that the two of you share the same thing together. The second modifier now changes the intended meaning since it no longer implies that the fungus still extends...

Since we are using similar modifiers, they should be in similar form as well. For example, we could use two clauses or two phrases, but not one clause and one phrase. B, for example, uses first a phrase and then a clause, and C uses an infinitive and a clause.

Finally, we need to notice that the word "model" is used slightly differently in the various answer choices. It is important to notice this because this point (essentially parallel structure) is frequently tested on the GMAT. In the correct answer D, for example, "model" is parallel with "plant." In B, however, "model" is the subject complement of the relative pronoun "which," which replaces "plant."

VXU has correctly pointed out the modifier question, and he is absolutely right. I would like to add, though, that we should not simply eliminate any answer choice just because the modifier is not right next to its noun; it is very easy to formulate a correct sentence with a bit of separation between the modifier and the "modified." For example:

I very much liked the people in India who showed me around.

You can see that who showed me around modifies people but is next to in India, but the sentence is correct simply because it doesn't cause any confusion.

Next, we should also be aware of the difference between because and in that. First, using pure strategy, when ETS puts both because and in that, the answer is most likely in that. Second, because is used to express a simple causal relationship whereas in that qualifies the previous statement.

Confused? Look at these examples:

Cause and effect relationship: I went to sleep because I was tired. ==> Being tired caused me to go to sleep.

Qualification: Going to college is a sacrifice in that doing so requires several years of forgoing the income that students could have earned had they not attended college. ==> Going to college is a sacrifice, BUT NOT IN EVERY WAY; there are many ways in which going to college is NOT a sacrifice, but in this sentence, I want to express one way in which going to college IS a sacrifice.

In our SC, "in that" is more precise than "because." "because" is actually wrong in this sentence, but a lot of my students, when they ask about this question, adamantly believe that it is correct, so instead of explaining why "because" is wrong, I explain why "in that" is better. This usually does the trick.

This point make sense? 

Finally, many students will think that E is wrong because it repeats the word "tissues." → Okay, to be honest, I didn't catch the mistake in E the very first time I read the question, either. I picked D, because somehow it sounded better, but I wasn't sure why. Later, when a student asked me specifically what was wrong with E, I looked at the question a little more carefully. E has a classic mistake, albeit a well disguised one! I teach this mistake frequently in my SAT II classes for high school students. Let me show you an example of what my high school students might write:
The greatest change in my life was when I immigrated to the US.

Can you see the mistake in this sentence? Let me try again, with a little hint:
The greatest change in my life was when I immigrated to the US.
Can you see it now? Okay, just in case, let me give you one more sentence (I'm pretty much doing now what I do in class to explain this grammar point.)"Target Team Member" [image: ]   to TestMagician:
This pen is a bargain because it's only ten cents.

Hint again: This pen is a bargain because it is only ten cents.

Okay, got it yet?
Let's work backward. The last sentence is incorrect because it is incorrectly saying that the pen and the ten cents are the same thing; a pen cannot be ten cents; it can be a writing instrument, it can be a bargain, it can even be a weapon in some cases, but it cannot be ten cents. One-tenth of a dollar is ten cents, a dime is ten cents, but a pen is not.

Are you getting it? Probably, but since I've already started, please let me finish...
Okay, now let's look at the immigration sentence: The greatest change in my life was when I immigrated to the US.

This sentence means that "change" and "when I immigrated..." are the same thing; they in fact are not. 
Like I said, this is a classic mistake, and the classic correction is:  The greatest change in my life occurred/happened when I immigrated to the US.
(Do you see where I'm heading now???)  So, in our original question, E says:  The camel's domestication was around the twelfth century B.C....

GMAT cleverly hides this mistake by using "to have been" instead of a simple be-verb, but "to have been" is one of the many variants of was, were, is, are, am, etc. The funny thing is that GMAT uses the classic correction as well:  domestication... occurred... when... 
Check Q8 for usage of “to have been”

Finally, I just have to comment: I imagine that if GMAT had to explain this grammar point, they would say in their typical, cryptic fashion something like this: E incorrectly uses an adverb clause as the noun complement of the subject "domestication." [image: ]

It's a bit tricky to answer these questions sometimes, but the main idea behind whether to choose the -ing form or the -ed form this:

When we reduce a verb to its -ing or -ed form, we must look at one and only one thing: whether the noun that it will modify is the subject or object of that verb.

The -ing form is used for DOING the action, which means SUBJECT, which means ACTIVE voice.
The -ed form is used for RECEIVING the action, which means OBJECT, which means PASSIVE voice.

Before I go further, let me offer two examples that will make things clearer as we go along:
· speaking person (the -ing form) 
· spoken words (the -ed form) 
In this type of question, we always have two elements:
· a particple, which is either in the -ing or -ed form 
· a noun that is modified by this participle 
So, using the previous examples, speaking modifies person and spoken modifies words.

The next step is to realize that these participles all come from verbs--speaking and spoken both come from the verb speak.

Now, using these examples, and applying them to the rules I mentioned at the beginning, we will notice that if we made a sentence, person would be the subject of the verb speak and words would be the object of the verb speak. Using this procedure, we can figure out whether should use the -ing or -ed form of a participle that modifies a noun. And that's it!!

Of course, this is easy when the vocab is easy, and we often get confused when we are using difficult vocab because we sometimes don't know whether something is the subject or the object of the verb, but this procedure that I have explained is the only sure way to get the right answer.

In our sentence here, which replaces times, and times is the object of determined, but it is the subject of differed.

In other words, we have something like this:...somebody determined times... , but times differed...

I know some of you have learned that we should only use the -ing form only for actions that are ongoing/in progress in the present, but that's simply not true. We do occasionally use them correctly for past actions that were ongoing/in progress.

Finally, everybody gets confused simply because the -ed form appears in the second one, making people think the -ed form should appear again when it's reduced. We need to realize that there is truly no connection (for our purposes here in GMATland, anyway [image: ]   !!!!) between the two; it's pure coincidence that each has the -ed form in it!!!

When we have a noun + of + object construction, WHICH refers to the NOUN, not the object. Reading the original question, you can see that the middle clause refers to "local times." As such, you cannot use which to subordinate the sentence. 

Now we are left with D & E. As Erin on TestMagic said, there is a clear difference between differed and differing. 

Differed = PASSIVE voice / action is being done on the subject 
Differing = ACTIVE / subject performs the action 

"determined by when..." is a participial phrase modifying the object of the preposition. Therefore, we see that the "subject" is TIMES. TIMES is being acted upon by the sun. Therefore DIFFERED. 

TIME is differing from city to city. It is "performing the action." Therefore, we use ACTIVE voice. 

Therefore, the answer is E. 
→ As is the case with many sentence correction problems, this problem contains several grammatical issues, including modifiers, subject-verb agreement, parallel construction, and clarity of meaning. 

Let's first consider the subject-verb agreement issues. As "which" refers to "times," the noun directly preceding the comma, a plural verb is necessary. Since choices A and B include the singular verb "was," both can be eliminated. 

Next, let's address the very tricky parallel structure in this sentence. The original sentence is attempting to state that local times were determined by one factor and that they differed from city to city. Thus, the logical assumption is that answer choice D - which uses determined and differed - is correct. However, by removing the subject they, answer choice D is equating determined , in which times is an object (the times were determined by something else), with differed, in which times is a subject (the times differed from city to city). Since this is a provable error in parallel construction, eliminate D. 

Finally, the only difference between choices C and E is that C includes which were. By including which were, choice C implies that the "which were" refers to both determined and differing. In other words, choice C is actually saying which were determined by when the sun reached the observers meridian and which were differing from city to city. In this case, determined is not parallel to differing as the two serve different functions - the correct forms would be which were determined by when the sun reached the observers meridian and which differed from city to city - so answer choice C can be eliminated. 

The credited answer is E, which correctly equates the past participle determined with the present participle differing. 

Final thoughts: This is definitely a 700+ sentence correction problem, and possibly a 750+ problem. If you are still having difficulty with this one, feel free to ask further questions, but don't get hung up on it or let it stress you out. You will only see a similar problem on your actual GMAT if your verbal score is above the 95th (and perhaps 99th) percentile or if you are unlucky with your experimental questions. If one does appear as an experimental, simply eliminate the answer choices that cannot be correct (A and B), make a strategic guess, and move on. The worst decision with a problem of this type is to spend 5 minutes agonizing over the remaining answer choices. Be proactive (just like Jessica Simpson), and go!

In Choice E, I came to conclusion that the phrase "In two letters to the historian Tacitus" is modifying "the nephew of Pliny the Elder", which is the subject of next clause as well. I scratched the choice E while answering this and now I am scratching my head wondering the principle behind prepositional Modifier logic used here. MGMAT explicit says that a modifying phrase should pair up with the closest noun it is associated with. WIth that in mind, I visualized that "the nephew is in two letters" and selected A upon E. What am I missing here?

Hi @joshnsit,Prepositional phrases are very versatile modifiers. They can modify nouns as well as verbs. When a prepositional phrase modifies a noun, then it must be placed as close to the noun it modifies as possible. This is important to avoid any ambiguity in modification and to keep the intended meaning of the sentence clear. 

So whenever we come across a prepositional phrase, we must first ascertain whether it is modifying a noun or a verb. So let’s bring in the OG question here and identify the entity the prepositional phrase should modify. 

The nephew of Pliny the Elder wrote the only eyewitness account of the great eruption of Vesuvius in two letters to the historian Tacitus.

The sentence says that the nephew of Pliny the elder was the only eyewitness to the great eruption of Vesuvius. So he wrote this eyewitness account in two letters to the historian Tacitus.

The meaning of the sentence helps us determine which identity the prepositional phrase should modify. Here the prepositional phrase “in two letters” should modify the verb “wrote”. Where did the nephew of Pliny the Elder write his eyewitness account? He wrote it in two letters. So this prepositional phrase is modifying the verb “wrote”.

Now notice that “in two letters” is placed close to “the great eruption of Vesuvius”. Now let’s analyze choice E:

In two letters to the historian Tacitus, the nephew of Pliny the Elder wrote the only eyewitness account of the great eruption of Vesuvius.

The opening modifier in this choice is correctly modifying the following main clause. It is correctly modifying that what happened in tow letters. In two letters, the nephew of Pliny the Elder wrote what he saw. Hence, choice E is the correct answer.

Take Away:
1. Prepositional phrases can modify both nouns and verbs.
2. First ascertain the entity the prepositional phrase should modify and then see if their placement is correct.
3. If the prepositional phrase should modify a noun entity then place it after that noun entity.

OA is GMATPREP is D. The answer here is wrong in SC1000. 
D says that some severance packages require workers to stay at the company until the last scheduled day they're supposed to work (say, next Friday) or they don't get their severance (which may get paid that day or at some point in the future - we don't know). 

E says that some severance packages require workers to stay until the day that they are scheduled to get their money - in other words, they stay until, say, next Friday which is the day that they are actually paid. 

Either could be the way things work (though D is probably more realistic, but we don't pay attention to that on SC). So we check the meaning of the original sentence. The original says that these packages "require workers to stay until the last day scheduled to collect..." Could be confusing, because that's grammatically incorrect in general, which muddles the meaning, but concentrate on "require workers to stay until the last day scheduled" - that goes along with option D. The "to collect" here is missing "in order" which makes it a little harder to see what's going on. 

But notice in E how it separates out the later clause - "the last day THAT they are scheduled to collect" - making this into a separate statement, so now "scheduled" is paired with "to collect" instead of "last day scheduled" or (as in correct answer D) "last scheduled day."

E is wrong because "last day that they are scheduled to collect" confuses the intended meaning. To collect, workers must stay until the last day they are scheduled to work, not the last day they are scheduled to collect.  "To collect" is misplaced. The sentence is trying to say that workers must stay until the last day they are scheduled to work in order to   collect their severance. E says "the last day that they are scheduled to collect," suggesting illogically that workers can be scheduled to collect a day.

It is true that 'in order to' is often wordier than necessary as in choice D-- usually just 'to' is enough. But 'in order to' is not wrong, and it would never be the only reason to eliminate an answer choice.

Also, 'They' in E is no less ambiguous than 'their' in D. In both cases it is referring to workers. Potentially ambiguous pronoun reference is not an issue here. So 'D' it is...

what's the source of this new question that you're posting? without the source, it's really not possible for us to go into much detail about the question.
i can, however, tell you that the idiomatic usage of "keep from", without an object, is strictly reflexive -- i.e., it only applies to the actual subject of the action.

A modifier and its modified noun should always touch. However, when the word being

modified is not a noun, the modifying phrase is called an adverbial phrase and does not
necd to touch the word being modified.

In this sentence, the phrase faster and harder than he had ever run before describes
how the running back ran. Thus, the phrase is not modifying the running back;

Note that although an adverbial modificr does not need to touch the verb it medifics, it
should be placed in the sentence in such a way as (0 avoid ambiguity regarding which
word it is modifying. For example,

The adverbial modifier a week before Mardi Gras describes when the group arrived
in New Orleans.
