[bookmark: Rule1]1.  Use parallel structure with elements joined by coordinating conjunctions. 
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[bookmark: Rule2]2.  Use parallel structure with elements in lists or in a series.
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[bookmark: Rule3]3.  Use parallel structure with elements being compared.  (X is more than / better than Y)
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[bookmark: Rule4]4.  Use parallel structure with elements joined by a linking verb or a verb of being.
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[bookmark: Rule5]5.  Use parallel structure with elements joined by a correlative conjunction.
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Faulty: To succeed /s opening a new opportunity.
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Correct: To succeed /s to open a new opportunity.
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Faulty: Clara nof only wants money but lso fame
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Correct: Clarawants nof only money buf also fame
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Correct: Clara nof only wants money huf also wants fame
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Faulty: Your company and what its potential is are of great value to me

Correct: Your company and its potential are of great value to me
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Faulty: The tribes emphasized collective survival, mutual aid, and being responsible for
one another parallel parallel NOT parallel

Correct: The tribes emphasized collective survival, mutual aid, and responsibility for
one another. parallel parallel parallel
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Faulty: |like swimming befter than to dive

Correct: | like swimming beiter than diving.
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
