[bookmark: _GoBack]The argument discussed is fundamentally flawed as a result of presenting statements without adequete support and including ambiguious and unclear information throughout the passage.  

One area of the argument where the author provided ambiguious and unclear information can be found in the first sentence.  The author stated that farmers who swtiched to organic farming have seen their crop yields decline, however there is no indiciation of how large this decline was or if all organic farmers were subject to this decline.  This significantly weakens the argument that organic farmers should switch back to synthetic farming.  If there was only a small decline in crop yields, then the farmers would be better off continuing to farm organically because the transition costs back to their original method would presumably be much higher than the potentially small profits lost as a result of lower crop yields.

The argument the author makes regarding organic farming being financially unwise as a result of its presumed environmental rather than economic concerns is also flawed as a result of a lack of adequete support behind it.  Even if organic farmers have consistently lower crop yields, it can be reasonably assumed that the farmers can recoup some of those losses by charing a higher price for the organic crops as a result of the added value many consumers see in organic agriculture.  In addition, the decline in crop years mentioned in the passage were related only to last year, so there is not strong enough evidence to support that it will happen next year as well.  This further weakens the argument that organic farming is financially unwise.

To make this argument stronger, the author should include precise, unambiguious, and relevent support regarding the argument.  Instead of stating that crop yields declined generally, there should be a specific amount of decline to provide further insight into whether it would make financial sense to switch back to synthetic farming.  In addition, there should be more  data regarding whether this decline in crop yields was specific to one year or most years.  If the decline in crop yields was specific only to last year, the argument regarding organic  farming not making financial sense falls apart.  However, as it stands, the argument the author makes in flawed as a result of lack of relevant support and ambiguious, unclear, information
