1. Subject – Jo Kaam kar raha hai.

6. Indefinite/Generic Pronoun – each, every, everything, everyone, everybody, someone, anyone, nothing, none.
7. Possessive pronoun – my, his, her, their,our.
8. Adjectives modify a noun, while adverbs modify verb/adj/adv. Eg – harsh and harshly resp.

10. Prepositional Phrase – Starts with a preposition and ends with a noun/pronoun. 
11. Absolute phrases – No verb + no core info + Starts with possessive.
12. Present Participle is –ing and Past Participle is –ed.
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[bookmark: _Toc446248332]Subject Rules
Subject’s verb can be both action and non-action i.e. who/what is doing stuff or who/what is being described. Both point to the subject. 
Subject & Verb ki matching honi chahiye (singular plural). Agar multiple clauses hein to sabka apna pair hona chahiye.
Subject ke liye subjective pronoun and object ke liye objective pronoun hi chalega.
Pronoun reference mein ambiguity nahi ho sakti.

[bookmark: _Toc446248333]Rules – 
1. Any noun/pronouns in a prepositional phrase cannot be a subject eg – I sat between A and B on a flight to Delhi. The underlined are the prepositional phrases, and they can’t have the subject. So here the only subject is I.
2. Phrases between commas cannot have a subject, ignore them. Eg – Habitual laziness, as well as poor attendance, is a cause of concern. This sentence is correct! It feels like that there are 2 subjects here, but the ONLY subject here is laziness.
3. Multiple subjects when joined by ‘and’ always take plural ke variables, irrespective if any/all of them are singular/plural. Eg – 2 football fields and 1 tennis court ARE a welcome addition in the park. 	
Only 2 exceptions to this rule exist when the verb is singluar: 
· ‘Each’ / ‘Every’ – Each lion and bear has its own cage.
· And is a part of the subject – Benson and Hedges is amazing.
4.  When 2 Subjects are joined by Or / Nor, the subject closer to the verb should agree with the verb (Sounds Wrong). Eg – Neither my sisters nor my brother IS going there. 
5. All Collective nouns are treated as singular. Eg – Class, council, agency and public.
6.  Either/neither – always singular.
7. Generic / Indefinite Pronouns – always singular.
8. Titles of books movies etc - always singular.
9. THE number / percentage of – singular. Agar A number hota to plural.
10. ‘one of the  Xs’ – singular
11. ‘The only one of the Xs that/who’ – singular (keeps)
12.  ‘only one of those’ – singular
13. ‘one  of the X’s that/who’ – plural
14. ‘only one of the Xs that/who’ – plural (keep)
15. ‘one of those’ - plural
16. ‘All’, ‘Some’, ‘Most’– may be singular or plural, depending on the noun that follows them.
17. ‘200 dollars’ and ‘500 miles’ are singular.
18. Portions / Parts (eg – A majority of/ 31% of etc)   – may be singular or plural, depending on the noun that follows them.
19. ‘Who, ‘Which, ‘That’– may be singular or plural, depending on the noun that follows.
20. It is singular, while he/she/they are plurals. To help from points 5 to 15. 
21. A pronoun at the end of a prepositional phrase is always objective.
22. Pronouns after ‘than’ and ‘as’ are always subjective (Sounds Wrong). Eg – Akash had more cakes than I. I hope you enjoy as much as SHE when you go there. 
The sense here is that some words are not included in the end. Eg I did, she did. Try to finish the thought, fir dekhna kaun sa pronoun sahi hai. 
The only exception to this rule is, when the writer’s intent is actually the object. Eg – I like bill more than I like HIM. Yaha him is correct, as the writer actually means him!
23. Don’t fluctuate between ‘one’ and ‘he/she’.
24. Gerund se pehle possessive pronoun. Sounds wrong! Eg – She told akash that she won’t tolerate his interrupting the class. Agar –ing se pehle pronoun hai to it can only be possessive.
25. The four reflexive pronouns are NOT a valid substitute of a regular pronoun, and are to be used in only 2 cases :
· To emphasize – the pope himself graced the occasion.
· When subject and object are same – He hurt himself while playing.
26. Object (predicate) logically subject se agree karna chahiye singular / plural mein eg – All seniors must take the test. All seniors must park their cars. Another example – A & B want to study music and become singers. 
27. When talking about the future we use plurals like have. Eg – I work; I’ll HAVE to work. It is not necessary that will is explicitly written, agar future ki baat ho rahi ho to apni akal lagana.
[bookmark: _Toc446248334]Stuff to remember
1. These rules work on all subjects, including gerunds!
2. These rules work on inverted sentences as well, eg. In the tool box, WERE a hammer and a wrench.
3. Where ever it is said - depending on the noun that follows them. It doesn’t need to be the main subject of the sentence. It can be any other noun in the sentence.
4. Make sure you REMEMBER where to use singular/plural pronouns and where to use subjective/objective pronouns. It sometimes sounds wrong. Eg – I wanted to work to work at the store but IT wasn’t hiring.
[bookmark: _Toc446248335]Pronoun Rules
1. Who is for People. Nothing Else!! Who should refer to a noun (people) directly.
2. Which is for things.
3. That (important information) vs Which (not so important information). That wala clause hata doge to sentence ka meaning change ho jayega.
4. Those – plural and That – singular.
5. Who is for subjects, whom is for objects. Try putting they/them in the clause. If ‘they’ sounds right use who; if ‘them’ sounds right use whom.
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Check Tense. BTW tense can shift between clauses if the context demands it.
[bookmark: _Toc446248337]Rules

1. Has/Have/Had MUST be followed by the participle (3rd form) of the verb. Not necessarily immediately followed – has frequently eaten.
2. Had and Has worked – Shuru past mein hua and khatam past mein / present mein respectively. 
3. Correct formation for agar aisa hota to aisa kar leta – If I had.., I would have…
4. Hypothetical situations or speculations – If I were…, I would… (ulta bhi chalega). Dhyaan rakhna – agar aise base kiya hai ki something maybe – answer choice should not  jump from 'hypothetical' to 'actual' 
5. Will (definitely will happen in the future) vs would (might happen in the future).
6. Would become … Would present se pehle ka time hai. Would is future WRT to past.
7. –ing vs having + past form. 
Standing is used when the action is happening at the same time as the main verb eg – Standing of the balcony, I sang.
8. Having stood is used when the action happened when the action happened before the main verb.  Eg- Having dropped stuff, I ran back in.
9. "The supply of being finite" is a participle phrase (a fancy name for -ing form + some modifiers) and it can be only an adjective. It cannot be noun. 
Either you need to add a noun to this sentence for e.g, The supply of oil being finite, they decided to import some more from Iraq! 
OR you need to a that, which, who ... called a relative pronoun to this phrase above to make it a proper modifier

[bookmark: _Toc446248338]Parallelism & Comparison Rules
1. Agar article ek mein hai to vo sabme hoga.
2. ‘To’ ya to sabme ya fir ek mein group karke eg- to walk, to run and to skip. To walk, run and skip
3. If every element needs its own preposition, that should be provided. Eg – I disapprove of and protest against ISIS.
4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Similarly conjunction pairs should be parallel as well. You know these eg – whether…or ; both….and; either….or. Iske alawa the parts should be parallel. Eg- Soccer is popular both in Chile and IN Argentina
5. Comparisons must be local eg – Can’t compare Sam’s diet to Joe.
6. 2nd form (better) for comparison between 2 things. 3rd form (best) for comparison between 3+ things.
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Modifier should be placed as close to the subject as they are modifying. Eg – I only ate a cupcake.  
Generally they will be found in the descriptive clauses. Dangling modifiers bhi nahi challenge. 
On a safari, sagar observed tigers using binoculars.
Only two “rules” – 
If a sentence starts with a DESCRIPTIVE clause (Nobel laureate) or an ACTION phrase (having mastered), the name must IMMIDEATLY follow the comma!
There should not be a comma just before ‘that’ unless it belongs to a modifier
this is the book that i bought at the store -->correct.
this is the book, that i bought at the store --> wrong.
this is the book, recommended to me by my brother, that i bought at the store --> correct
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1. Amount/Less/Much (measured but not countable eg- oil, salad) 
VS 
Number/Fewer/Many (Countable eg - cars)
2.  Between (Relation b/w 2 things) 
VS 
Among (Relation b/w 3 things)
3. Where is only for places.
4. When is only for time.
5. When 2 independent clauses are joined by and, always ALWAYS check meaning. a safer air bag , which eliminated the possibility that a burst of smoke would appear when the bag inflated, and make an already terrified passenger think the car was on fire. AND is wrong here because it implies that the safer airbag also makes the passenger think the car is on fire.
6. Better than any other. Eg- My dog is smarter than any other dog.
7.  Redundancy – The reason for is, because..
8. ‘Like’ is used for emphasizing similarity between 2 noun/pronouns. Like is used ONLY for noun/pronouns. 
To give examples use, such as
9.  Good is an adj for showing quality / morality; Well is an adj/adv for health. So – I’m doing good 
10.  Hardly/Scarily/Barely are already negative words. Don’t use ‘not’ with them.
11. One of a kind / Only one of its kind are correct. Wrong – Only one of a kind. 
12. Likely is an adjective NOT an adverb. Eg – The republic is likely to fall. Wrong – The republic will likely fall.
13. Subjunctive. Futuristic clause + that – the next verb should either be in root for form or ‘be’. 
14. Absolute phrases are okay. Eg – Joan looked nervous, her fears creeping up on her.
15. Originating (Unintended so -ing) vs Perpetuated (intended to -ed). 
16. Verb part of another verb has form –es and –ing. Eg- the virus feeds on tissues, pulling muscles.
17. Cause-Effect needs ing after comma

Sentence Construction Rules
Many a times there are fake/missing verbs. Agar whereas / because hai to satark ho jao ki each fragment should be individually meaningful for independent sentences. 

1.  2 independent sentences can’t be joined just like that. Either use semicolon or some other word like thus etc.
2. 2 independent sentences cannot be joined by a comma alone!
3. Don’t use semicolon for conjunctions (FANBOYS)
4.  It is okay to start sentences with whereas/like/while.
5. Connectors mein thodi akal lagana. ‘and’ is not a universal connector; but is better for contrast, because….so is better for cause…reason!
