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Henry purchased 3 items during a sale. He received a 20 percent discount on the regular price of the most expensive of the 3 items
and a 10 percent discount on the regular price of each of the other two items. What was the total amount of the 3 discounts?

(1) The average (arithmetic mean) of the regular prices of the 3 items was $30.

(2) The regular price of the most expensive of the 3 items was $50.

Statement (1) ALONE is sufficient, but statement (2) alone is not sufficient.

Statement (2) ALONE is sufficient, but statement (1) alone is not sufficient.

BOTH statements TOGETHER are sufficient, but NEITHER statement ALONE is sufficient.
EACH statement ALONE is sufficient.

Statements (1) and (2) TOGETHER are NOT sufficient.
