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)Working with fractions makes the job tedious and time-consuming. To simplify the calculations, let us multiply by the LCM of 13 and 7, which is 91. Doing this leads to the following:






As can be observed, the ratio of A:B that leads to a mixture containing milk and water in the ratio 9:4 is 2:7. Therefore, the correct answer is  choice A.
