Sentence Correction TIPS:
· Check what/who the text is referring to. Is the noun/pronoun singular or plural? Also check for the tense the verb is in. (Past, present, future.)

· Make sure the passage stays coherent. After a comma ask yourself this question: Who/What is the sentence referring to? Does the subject stay the same, or is the sense altered?

· “It”; is usually a red flag, take notice of where it appears and wonder ‘who is it? What is it?’ -- Same for “they”.
· Being is usually a wrong choice because it has a double meaning.

· Human Being.
· Being free.
· Check for parallel structures, idioms, grammatical rules.

· Among/Between.

· Among is used when there are more than two people involved in the distribution.

· Between is used when there are only two people.

· As/Like.

· Between … and.

· “Myself”; can never replace I or Me.

· Mass and Count Words.

· Many, Much.

· Has, have.

· Maybe and perhaps is interchangeable.

· Avoid the passive voice;
· By her, was the ball thrown.
· Avoid redundancy;

· Previously ~ In the past.
· About comparisons:
· Like X and Y; is used when similar objects are compared.
· As; introduces a clause rather than a phrase.
· More X than Y.
· Always be on the lookout for what is being compared to what!
· As many as in 1900; when comparing figures in a time lapse.
· About which, that:
· Which; refers to relevant information, instead of critical evidence needed to understand a sentence.
· That; makes the introduction for critical information needed to understand a sentence.
· About when, if:
· When; indicates a period of time.
· If; indicates a condition.
· About only:
· It is best placed right before what it actually limits:
( They are taller only between you and me.

( They are only taller between you and me.
